The Scholarship Committee thanks all our advertisers, participants, audience and volunteers for another successful show. We 
couldn't have done it without all of you. 
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For eight mornings this summer ten Monson students created  
an Acceptance Mural that is now hanging at the Granite Valley 
Middle School.  This project was directed by visiting artist 
Shelly Shicoff.  Ms. Shicoff is the same artist, who in 2003 
directed the creation of a mural which hangs outside Adams 
Supermarket in downtown Monson.  That mural, which was 
also created by a number of teens, depicts the rich history of 
Monson.  Shelly also led the project in 2008 that resulted in a 
Diversity Mural that is permanently installed at the Monson 
High School.  The Diversity Mural was similarly created by 
Monson High School students in July of 2008. 
 
In late August, a dedication was held at the Granite Valley 
Middle School to commemorate the installation of the 

Acceptance Mural, which the students titled “Love Outlives 
Fear”, and an accompanying plaque.  This project was funded 
by the Monson Arts Council, the Monson Free Library, and the 
Community Relations Committee as part of its ongoing No 
Place for Hate® campaign.  Squier Lumber & Hardware of 
Monson contributed the 4’ x 8’ panel which the mural is 
painted on. 
 
Under Shicoff’s supervision, the ten muralists worked for eight 
days to complete the piece.   They created the design, and then 
drew and painted the images.   The muralists who participated 
in this project are:  Elizabeth Brown, Rachel Fahey, Hannah 
Guertin, Shannon Haley, Autumn Lopez, Megan Riley, Regina 
Scott, Jacob Shrewsbury, and Katie Sweeney. 
 
The Granite Valley Middle School is very proud to have such a 
beautiful and original piece of artwork adorning their halls that 
will serve as a constant reminder of the school’s commitment to 
provide an environment of acceptance.
